C omPASSION

give away everything | have - but if | don't have love, it does me no
good." 1 Cor. 13:2-3

E NTHUSIASTIC FAITH

"l have the strength for all things through Christ who empowers me. |
am ready for anything and equal to anything through Him who infuses
inner strength into me." Phil 4:13

S ERVICE TO OTHERS
"l will be glad to spend all | have, and myself as well, in order to help
you." 2 Cor. 12:15

S TAYING POWER

"l am hard-pressed on all sides, but I'm never frustrated; I'm puzzled, but
never in despair; | am persecuted, but I'm never deserted by God; | may
be knocked down but I'm never knocked out!" 2 Cor. 4:8-9
